In his position drills he looked great, comfortable and in 100% control.

Though, will be remembered for another gesture he made when he donned the No. 31 jersey, which belonged to late BC defensive back Jay McGillis, who died of leukemia July 3, 1992.
Glasper was the 2006 recipient of the Jay McGillis Scholarship, awarded annually to the BC defensive back who best exemplifies the qualities of the late Brockton, Mass., native. In honoring McGillis in his last home game, Glasper, who wears No. 24, ask his parents if they would mind if he wore Jay's number instead so he shed his No. 24 jersey to wear the No. 31 last worn by McGillis.
